The south pumpstation has been installed! 

The 2007 Rainbird station has now been replaced with a 2025 Rainbird station. This is a 
huge upgrade for the golf course. This station will deliver precision irrigation, optimize 
water usage and significantly reduce operation costs. It will also decrease our water 
window allowing the course to firm up faster before the first tee time. 

As we all return from the holiday break it?s time to get caught up on golf course 
maintenance.

Fertilizing the rye grass will commence this week. This is a monthly application of Urea, 
iron, manganese and growth regulator. The growth regulator keeps the Poa Annua 
suppressed throughout the winter. 

The guys have been busy prepping and adding DG to #18 Conquistador tee surround. 
We're nearly finished dressing up the area and it should be completed in the next few 
weeks. Other things we have been working on are tree trimming, spot spraying weeds 
and the endless chore of exposed bunker liner removal.
